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Nikita Nipone´s music

Nikita Nipone´s music truly cannot be classified into one single category due to the contrasting influences that constitute their unique style. Hard rock, Reggae, Tango, Jazz, Circus music, Funk, Latin music; everything goes into consideration when it is time to compose, since the band has no second thoughts when it comes to merging apparently un-matching genres. Songs as “Loco” (track 3) run smoothly from Reggae/Ska into Heavy Metal, which evidences the band´s ability of fusioning different types of music in a rather natural way.
The lyrics (English translations attached) have a strong element of humor and irony, which resulted from combining the local tango background with Frank Zappa´s approach to lyric writing. There are also strong theatrical, almost operistic elements in Nikita Nipone´s music which places it´s style closer to Zappa, Beck, Tom Waits and some argentine well-known bandas such as Sumo and Los Brujos. However the band cannot deny its 90´s alternate rock influence, from the Chilli Pepper´s funk rock, to the use of synthesizers as Beck does. The band’s original approach towards song writing has earned themselves respect from the local rock press and the massive underground argentine scene (translations of record reviews attached).
History

Nikita Nipone started making music in the beginnings of 2001. They played only a few gigs that year, however they did compose a couple of songs that later were included in their first demo  “Me quitan mi pony" (which means: my pony is being taken away from me, as a sign of growth). In March of 2002 the band´s present line-up was completed with the arrival of a new guitarist: Distinto Stuart. 

By the end of the year 2002, Nikita Nipone got to the final round of MuchMusic´s band tournament called  "El Nacional" (“The National Band Championship”) which earned them good media exposure and the inclusion of one of their songs (“Dale Gordi!”) in a compilatory album of underground bands launched by BMG. 

After touring during the summer, 2003 gave birth to a new demo. Although originally untitled it was finally baptized by the fans as  “Me gusta el bife” (“I like beef”).  During that year the band played the Buenos Aires underground scene without a rest, and became part of several compilatory albums, the most important being “El demonio es otra cosa”  (¨The devil is something else”) in which several local mainstream bands (such as Carajo, Karamelo Santo, Kapanga, and Las Manos de Fillipi) supported the withdraw of charges against drug possession.   

The band then toured during the summer of 2003 and by august of 2004 set off to record their first official album called “Duro con ellos” (“Beat them up, hard”).  This same year the band met and made friends with Flavio Cianciarulo, an ex member of a very famous argentine band called Fabulosos Cadillacs, who showed great interest in the band and decided to collaborate in the production of the album. The recording took place at “Del Abasto al Pasto” studios, a recognized studio where many mainstream bands such as Divididos, Los Piojos, La Renga and Sumo recorded famous albums. ¨Duro con Ellos¨ was co-produced by Flavio Cianciarulo, Patricio Claypole and Nikita Nipone, engineered and mixed by Patricio Claypole and mastered by Gonzalo Villagra (member of international stoner rock band Los Natas). 

That same year Nikita Nipone won the first prize of Aguante Buenos Aires, a band championship organized by the local government with important prizes such as recording at “El Pie Studios” (where Nikita´s next album will be recorded) and several gigs, such as the city´s most important rock festival: “Quilmes Rock”. Here the band shared stage with several mainstream bands such as Charly Garcia, Paralamas (from Brasil), Turf, etc. 

Since the year 2001 till now, the band played more than 250 shows in the argentine rock circuit and participated in several festivals such as Quilmes Rock 2004 and Chascomus Rock 2005, sharing stage with mainstram bands which include Charly Garcia, Intoxicados, Los Natas, Turf, Carajo, Las Manos De Fillipi, etc.
